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 “The Liberty Song” by John Dickinson, 1768 
“The Liberty Song,” published in the Boston Gazette in 1768, was written to be sung to the tune of a 
popular English tune called “Heart of Oak.” Perhaps the first patriotic song in America, its lyrics were 
written by John Dickinson, a member of the Pennsylvania Assembly who later fought in the Revolutionary 
War and became Governor of Pennsylvania.  
 
Come, join hand in hand, brave Americans all, 
And rouse your bold hearts at fair Liberty's call; 
No tyrannous acts shall suppress your just claim, 
Or stain with dishonor America's name.
