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MISSION 4: “City of Immigrants”

Rules for Pickets
During the 1909 strike, picketers marched outside of the factories where they worked to draw attention to poor working conditions and to try and keep others from going into work. Written in both English and Yiddish, the strikers distributed this circular (flier) to tell picketers how to behave, and what to do to keep from being arrested.
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Don't walk In groups of more than two or three

Don’t stand in froni of the shop: Walk up and
down the block.

Don’t stop the person you wish to talk to; Walk
alongside of him,

Don’t get %led and shout when you are talking

Don’t pat your hamd on the person you are
speaking io, Don’t touch his sleeve or button. This
may be construed 8s a ‘‘technieal assault”

Don’t call any one “scab’ or use abusive lan-
guage of any kind.

Plead, “persnade, appeal, but do not threaten.

If a policeman arrest you and you are sure that
you have committed no offence, take down his number
aud give it to your union officers.
